This afternoon, Jackie will host 
another incredible workshop in the air-conditioned 
conference room. This evening, dinner is on your 
own so that you can gather together and dine by 
candlelight at La Terrazza, Selva Verde’s open-air 
restaurant that features wonderful Italian fare, 
including the best clay oven-baked pizza in Costa 
Rica! Overnight at Selva Verde Lodge. (BL)

January 31 - Santo Domingo
This morning you will return to Hotel Bougainvillea. 
En route, enjoy a gourmet chocolate tasting tour and 
lunch at Sibú Chocolate. From there it is a quick ride 
to Hotel Bougainvillea, where you will be at leisure 
for more photography opportunities in their gardens. 
This evening, a wonderful Farewell Dinner is planned 
as you celebrate your last evening in Costa Rica! 
Overnight at Hotel Bougainvillea. (BLD)

February 1 - Departure
Today you will be transferred to the San José 
International Airport for your flight(s) home. Hotel 
check-out by 11:00 am. (B)

January 26 - Santo Domingo
Upon arrival at the San José International Airport, 
after clearing customs and collecting your 
luggage, you will be met and transferred to Hotel 
Bougainvillea. Hotel check-in available at 3:00 pm. 
This evening, gather together for program orientation 
and a Welcome Dinner at your hotel. Overnight at 
Hotel Bougainvillea. (D) 

January 27 - Santo Domingo
This morning transfer to Else Kientzler Botanical 
Garden. This private garden features collections of 
palms, gingers, and succulents. Return to the hotel 
to enjoy the beautiful gardens on the property and 
photograph the many flowering tropical species of 
flora. Afterward, gather together in the conference 
room for an afternoon workshop with Jackie Kramer. 
Overnight at Hotel Bougainvillea. (BL)

January 28 - Chilamate
After breakfast, travel to the Sarapiquí Valley, stopping 
en route at La Paz Waterfall and the hummingbird 
feeders of Cinchona. After lunch, continue to Selva 
Verde Lodge. Following arrival and check-in, you will 
have the remainder of the late afternoon to explore 
your new surroundings. This evening, join your 
naturalist guide in the open-air conference room for 
a discussion about the biodiversity of Costa Rica. 
Overnight at Selva Verde Lodge. (BLD)

January 29 - Chilamate
You will have a full morning to photograph the 
wonderful flora that surrounds you on the self-guided 
trails, as well as the butterfly and botanical gardens on
